              WHO ARE WE? 

Northwest Machining & Mfg., Inc. is a small business, 

 owned by Guy E. Gage.  

 

 

 

Guy graduated from Boise Junior College in 1960 and moved to Salt Lake City for a temporary job at 

what now is Litton Industries. That same year the family relocated to Northern California and Guy 

accepted a machinist position with Westinghouse Marine Division in Sunnyvale, CA.  Guy gained 

valuable experience while manufacturing marine turbines at Westinghouse with extensive machining of 

shafts, bushings and bearings.  His performance and abilities allowed him to become the youngest Floor 

Supervisor at Westinghouse-Sunnyvale, supervising 60 men in the turbine blade manufacturing area.  

With the experience gained using NC (Numeric-Controlled) milling and turning centers at Westinghouse 

Guy laid the foundation for his future success.   

 

In 1972 Guy was offered a partnership in Santa Clara Machining & Mfg. Co. The semiconductor industry 

was beginning to take hold with companies such as Hewlett-Packard and Fairchild Industries.  During the 

early 1970ôs plastic became a material of much importance in the industry and Guy started plastic 

machining as an adjunct to metals machining.  As the business grew it was apparent the industry was 

large enough to support separate companies.  In 1973 Guy founded Santa Clara Plastics (SCP). In 1979 

with the semiconductor industry flourishing, SCP was relocated to Boise, Idaho.  SCP was manufacturing 

wet benches for the production of silicon chips serving customers in the United States as well as Europe.  

In 1982 a Boise corporation purchased SCP. 

 

After the sale of SCP, Guyôs ex-partner offered to sell him Santa Clara Machining. 

 

Santa Clara Machiningôs customer base included Hewlett-Packard, Fairchild Industries, Watkins-Johnson, 

Singer Corp., Intel, IBM and Navy work. 

 

In 1982 Guy founded Northwest Machining and developed a customer base that includes Idaho National 

Energy & Environmental Laboratories, Boeing, Lockheed-Martin, Fleet Industrial (Navy work from San 

Diego and Bremerton), Lawrence-Livermore National Laboratories, Sandia National Laboratories,  

Bechtel-Bettis (Naval Reactor Facility & Plant Machinery), Raytheon, and Parker-Hannifin. 

 

In 2002 Northwest Machining added 15,200 square feet to our existing 14,800 square feet facility, which 

now gives us a full 30,000 square feet. 

 

In September 2000 Northwest Machining received the Internationally recognized ISO 9002 

Certification and in September 2003 Northwest received the ISO 9000-2000 Certification. In 

October 2000 Northwest Machining was recognized by Boeing Commercial Airplane Group of the 

Puget Sound as a Q-100 Company. One of 100 companies honored for their outstanding Quality & 

Delivery. Also in October Northwest Machining was issued a GSA Contract Number GS-23F-

00182. In 1993 Northwest Machining was nominated ñSMALL BUSINESS OF THE YEARò by 

both Sandia National Lab. and EG&G Idaho. 

 

In the summer of 1998 trainers from Boeing and Parker-Hannifin spent a week teaching Kaizan  (lean 

manufacturing) principles to Northwest Machining.  Boeing returned for an additional week of continued 

training.  In the spring of 2000, two of our employees attended a weeklong training session on teaching 

Kaizan.  This training has significantly increased Northwest Machiningôs over all efficiency.  

 

With Northwest Machining & Mfg., Inc. customer base we anticipate a bright future.  Northwest currently 

has 67 employees and over half have worked more than 10 years some as long as 25 years. 

 

This is a strong indication as to the stability of the business. 



                WHERE ARE WE LOCATED?  
 

 

Northwest Machining & Mfg., Inc. is located at 1957 Lanark Street, Meridian, Idaho.  Meridian is ten 

miles west of downtown Boise and 9.56 miles from the Boise airport.  

 

In relationship to the Intermountain and Western metropolitan areas, we are 1 hour from Portland, Seattle, 

Salt Lake City and Reno, 1hour 20minutes from the Bay Area, Las Vegas and Denver, and less than 2 

hours from Los Angeles, Phoenix and San Diego. 

 

Delta, Southwest, Alaska/Horizon, United and Northwest airlines serve Boise so we are very accessible to 

cross-country travel. 

 

Logistically, we can have same day shipments to any of the above mentioned cities and overnight 

airfreight service by, Federal Express, UPS, Airborne Express and Emery.  By ground transportation, we 

have several overnight truck lines to Salt Lake City, Portland, Reno and Seattle, with two-day service to 

the Bay Area, Los Angeles, Denver, Las Vegas and Phoenix.
